ABOUT THE HOOD FELLOWSHIP FUND

The Hood Fellowship Fund was established by The University of Auckland Foundation in 2004 in recognition of Dr John Hood’s Vice Chancellorship at The University of Auckland. 

Its key purpose is to maintain and enhance the international standing and performance of The University of Auckland as New Zealand’s premier research-led university.

The Hood Fellowship Fund aims to help the University meet this challenge by:

· Attracting distinguished overseas academics who are leaders in their field.

· Developing and retaining the University’s best academic staff.

· Hosting recognized international experts for guest lectures and seminars.

· Building stronger international networks among its community of scholars.

Hood Fellowships 

The Hood Fellowship Fund will provide a number of Fellowships annually across all Faculties. These aim both to attract the best academic talent to Auckland, and 

also to enable the University’s top academics to travel to prestigious institutions abroad to continue their research. Applications involving joint research possibilities are particularly encouraged. 

The Hood Fellowship Fund will also provide Fellowships for public lectures and seminars by outstanding overseas academics and leading international authorities. 
Value Of Hood Fellowships

Each Fellowship will be worth up to $20,000. The grant must be used to cover all accommodation, travel and general expenses, including one reception/dinner in honour of incoming Fellow. Those nominating or applying will be required to present a provisional budget with their nomination/application, and all expenditure should be accounted for in the report submitted on completion of the Fellowship.

Selection Process

The Hood Fellowship Selection Committee, comprising four senior University of Auckland professors and two nominees of The University of Auckland Foundation meet annually to select the successful applicants.
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
